4. Less capacity to understand concepts and the topics being tar-right

1. High scores in exam domatiums
2. Higher order of interest and self-motivation
3. Quick and intelligent responses in class
4. Higher capacity to understand concepts and the topics being taught

6. Workshops for enhancing soft skills and for career guidance and work readiness for thq identified slow
learners. >

7. Guidance through Mentor-Mentee programs.
